Approval of Minutes - Commissioner Solomon moved to approve the November 29, 1995, minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Crosby and carried unanimously.


Approval of Abstract - Commissioner Crosby moved to approve the abstract totaling $36,474.77 plus $196.05 prepaid in November.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Solomon and carried unanimously.


Treasurer’s Report - The report for November showed a beginning balance of $16,572.11; deposits, $64,252.37 ($32,951.64 - CD); disbursements, $58,667.57 ($43,129.70 - CD); ending balance, $22,156.91.  Revenues for November totaled $30,507.71; year to date, $195,425.47.   Appropriations totaled $15,527.87; year to date - $183,558.46.

Mr. Steck also reported that Miss Kerrigan has expressed concern regarding the pollution of the wells at East Waverly.  Mr. Steck stated the Village has well site protection plans which prevent possible contamination of the areas.  Also, New York State requires we test constantly for pollution of the wells. Miss Kerrigan will be sent a letter informing her of the same.


Mr. Steck updated the Board on the meeting he and Mr. Morrell attended at the Town of Barton regarding the formation of a water/sewer district.


The Attorney has received no response from Mr. Schober regarding the property for a well; he will be directed to send a certified letter.


Discussion was held on a replacement for Dr. Marino who has resigned from the Board.  Ron Heidig has expressed an interest and the Mayor will be requested to approach him regarding an appointment.

This process must be repeated until total coliform are not detected in one complete set or it is determined that the MCL has been exceeded.  For systems with a single service connection a single repeat sample of at least 400 milliliters volume must be collected.

Discussion followed on the Board’s shut-off policy.


Commissioner Cowles moved to deny Mrs. Vandewall’s reconnect fee and directed the Attorney to respond to her letter.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Commissioner Solomon called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.


Roll Call – Present were Commissioners Cowles, Hoppe, Sisto and Solomon.


Also present were Clerk/Treasurer Casterline, Attorney Keene and Superintendent Steck.


Visitors included Leon Thomas and Doyle Gibbs representing Tioga County.


Recognition of Visitors – Mr. Thomas stated Tioga County is one of three counties in New York State without a State Park and the goal is to locate a New York State Park in Tioga County.  


Mr. Gibbs stated the State has looked at three possible sites and the only site being considered at this time is the Waverly Reservoir area.  Mr. Gibbs also stated there are many issues which have to be addressed such as access and adjacent property availability.  The State does not want the reservoirs or the Waverly Glen Park.


Mr. Thomas stated that another requirement is river access and there has been discussion with Kay Mandeville regarding her property on River Road.


Commissioner Solomon asked what the use of the reservoir would be.  Mr. Gibbs stated it would be light boating (no motors) such as kayaks and canoes and fishing.  Commissioner Solomon asked who would assume the liability.  Mr. Gibbs stated all that would have to be negotiated with New York State and the project is in the infancy stages.


Commissioner Cowles stated his first concern is the need to protect the water supply but if that can be accomplished he would support the project.


Mayor Engelbert arrived at 8:00 p.m.


Superintendent Steck stated the State Health Department would oversee the plans and the Village would maintain control of the surrounding area.


Mayor Engelbert stated the Village Board of Trustees has sent a letter of support for the project and reiterated that there are little details at the present time but the Water Board is being asked to support a concept.


Commissioner Solomon stated he felt there should be discussion with President Crosby and the Board of Trustees and that he will ask President Crosby to schedule a special meeting.


Mr. Gibbs stated he would ask the State Park representative to be available for questions if the Board so wished.

Letters and Communications – The Clerk presented a letter from Margaret Raquette of 531 E. Chemung St. requesting a reduction in her water bill due to a leak in the water meter.  Superintendent Steck stated the meter is located in a pit and Mrs. Raquette didn't notify the department of the leak or the consumption for a six month period.


Commissioner Sisto moved to deny the request based on the recently adopted policy.  Commissioner Hoppe seconded the motion which was put to a roll call vote resulting as follows:

Approval of Minutes – Commissioner Sisto moved to approve the minutes of February 20th as presented.  Commissioner Hoppe seconded the motion which carried unanimously.


Superintendent's Report – Superintendent Steck reported Moody will be here the 28th to clean the well. 


Treasurer's Report – The following was presented for the month of February:  beginning balance, $31,354.91; deposits, $186,431.50 ($155,920.18 – CD); disbursements, $184,486.28 ($156,698.02 – CD); ending balance, $33,300.13.


Revenues for the month totaled $33,456.99; year to date - $323,450.61.  Disbursements totaled $27,732.70; year to date - $301,725.00.


Approval of Abstract – Commissioner Hoppe moved to approve the bills in the amount of $15,869.92 plus $1,307.82 prepaid in February.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion which carried unanimously.


Joint Meeting – Trustees, Water and Sewer Boards


President Crosby introduced Town of Barton Supervisor Hotchkiss and their engineer Ron Lake, Hawk Engineering.  Supervisor Hotchkiss stated the Town of Barton has formed an improvement district for water and sewer which encompasses an area from Broad St. Exchange to Route 17C including Elba Trailer Court; west on 17C including Dodge Ave. and Pembleton Place, Grimley Acres and Rt. 34 north including Circle Drive and the Jones Tract.  Mr. Hotchkiss stated the Town would like to contract with the Village for sewer treatment and the Town of Barton Board approved paying half of the cost of Stearns and Wheeler for the study to apply to the NYS DEC for permitted increased limits for influent.  


Mr. Lake stated the Town would like to install a well and storage tank which would be integrated with the Waverly Water System and be operated by the Village.  


Sewer Commissioner Soprano asked how many users there would be and if all property owners in the area would have to connect.  Mr. Lake stated they anticipate 250 users and the Town would decide how long they would have to connect.  Mr. Hotchkiss stated at some point they would be required to connect.  


Water Commissioner Sisto asked what would happen if the trailer courts decided not to participate and closed.  Mr. Hotchkiss stated only the people in the improvement area would pay.


Mr. Lake stated the project is anticipated to be funded by the USDA in grants in the amount of $659,900 for sewer and $1,418,600 for water and loans in the amount of $992,400 for sewer and $705,700 for water.


Commissioner Lamberti asked what the time line is.  Mr. Lake stated actual design work would be started as soon as the funding is approved.  


Mr. Lake stated the Village needs to decide if they want to integrate the water system.  Water Superintendent Steck stated if the Town located a good well producing 400 gallons a minute and installed a storage tank with a minimum 750,000 gallons, it would be a benefit to the Waverly system.


Attorney Keene stated an intermunicipal agreement would have to be negotiated which would cover the areas of billing and maintenance.


Water Commissioner Hoppe asked if the Town didn't find water what would happen.  Mr. Lake stated the Town would still be interested in the sewer project.  Commissioner Hoppe stated he thought if the Town didn't locate water there would be no project.  Mr. Lake stated there are two projects and the Town would still like to contract for sewer services.


Commissioner Lamberti asked how the people would be billed.  Mr. Lake stated the Town would like all users to pay the same and with a new system and new lines there should be little maintenance.  Commissioner Solomon stated the Boards and Attorneys should be making those decisions.  


Commissioner Soprano asked about possible industrial development.  Superintendent Hotchkiss stated it would be addressed in the agreement but the Village would have to approve any additional industry.  Superintendent Steck stated the Town would have to adopt the Village Law dealing with sewer and water.  


Commissioner Solomon stated the Village would have to be assured of the quality of water.  Mr. Citriniti of Tioga County Health Department stated they would oversee all regulations as they do with the Village supply.


Supervisor Hotchkiss stated the Town Board approved paying half the cost of Hunt Engineer's fee to model the water system if there is going to be a water project.


Attorney Keene asked what would happen if either project costs more than projected.  Mr. Hotchkiss stated the Town would have to go back to the people to get approval to spend additional money.  Superintendent Hotchikss stated they could get water from Sayre Water Company but would prefer working with the Village.


President Crosby stated there are a lot of decisions to be made and thanked Mr. Hotchkiss and Mr. Lake for their presentations.


Adjournment – Commissioner Hoppe moved to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

Mr. Hurd explained that the generator to run both wells would be triple the cost of a single generator and advised each well have its own back-up source.  Mr. Hurd also stated that a single electric service to both wells would not be cost efficient as the Village would own and have to maintain a 500 - 600 foot section of wire. President Hoppe thanked Mr. Steed and Mr. Hurd for their presentation and asked the Board to review the plans and specs.  A special meeting was scheduled for March 4, 2003 at 7:00 p.m.


Correspondence – The Clerk presented a letter from Susquehanna River Basin Commission stating they approved the well #4 project.

Also, there has been more erosion in the spillway.  Larry Smith from Hunt Engineers has looked at these areas.  FEMA will also look at the damage.  Hunt Engineers will come up with a cost estimate.

Commissioner Cowles moved to replace the old 4” water mains with 8” water mains on Waverly Street from Broad Street to Chemung Street, as priority two.  Estimated cost is $141,435.00.  Commissioner Stolicker seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Commissioner Solomon moved to table discussion on repairs and additions for the Water Department Building on Spring Street for an updated estimate.  This project would be considered priority three if the estimate is approved.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.  Tim Steed stated he would have a new estimate soon.

Commissioner Cowles moved to install the SCADA System to improve efficiency of the water system, as priority four.  Estimated cost is $50,600.00.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Commissioner Solomon moved to install an electrical soft start on all the wells, to help reduce electrical power when the wells start up, as priority five.  Estimate was unavailable at this time.  Commissioner Stolicker seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

Discussion followed on the dam at the reservoir.

Adjournment:   Commissioner Stolicker moved to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.  Commissioner Sisto seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.

President Hoppe requested information on the wells.  Superintendent Steck submitted a report as follows:


Well #1, Spring Street:  Built in 1943 at a rate of 700 GPM.  Reduced in 1965 to a pumping rate of 400 GPM.  Still had original 75 HP motor.  In 1974, the well was redone to its present form.  A new submersible pump was installed in 1989, and the well was cleaned.  The pumping rate was 220 GPM.  In 2006 a new pump was installed and the well was cleaned using air bursting.  This improved the well capacity and pumping rate to 280 GPM, the well pumps at a rate of 230 GPM.


Well #2, Ithaca Street:  Built in 1966 at a pumping rate of 500 GPM.  This well was run at this rate until 1992 when it was discovered that the production was dropping.  The well was cleaned twice within two years.  This did not help with the pumping rate.  The rate was dropped to 230 GPM.


Well #3, Pembleton Place:  This well was built in 1979 at a pumping rate of 500 GPM.  The well was cleaned in 1990 and a new pump was also installed.  The well is due for a cleaning within a year.  Pumping rate of this well is 350 GPM.


Well #4, Ithaca Street:  This well was built in 2005 at a rate of 500 GPM.  The well is now pumping at a rate of 350 GPM.


Town of Barton Well #1:  This well was built in 2005 at a rate of 500 GPM.  The well runs when the Barton tanks call for water.  It also runs at times to help with Waverly’s water needs, due to breaks, main flushing, etc.

Each well pumps at various rates according to the level in the storage tanks.  The higher the water, the less water is needed.  Most of the time we run only two wells.  If the tanks are full, then the number of wells needed is less.  We run the most efficient wells when needed.  The water level in the well is also a factor on which well is used.  The time of year, and the weather conditions also play a large factor of when and how a well is used.  Through the years, each well has developed it’s own characteristics.

President Hoppe stated concern with confusion as to the Town of Barton and the Village of Waverly residents.  He also stated concern that the Water Board was not notified when the incident occurred.  President Hoppe stated that since the Town of Barton and the Village of Waverly’s water lines are connected, then the alert should have went out for everyone.  Justin Lewis stated there was confusion, which needs to be better addressed for future alerts.  He stated he would work with Superintendent Kinsley to come up with a better alert system.  He also stated this was a learning curve for everyone.
